1) Approval of the July 11, 2022, Open Meeting Minutes

Consolidation Grant Amount Discussion for FY24

On a motion by Ralph Caldwell and a second by Linda Zerwin, 5 million dollars will be set
aside for the Consolidation Grant Program for FY24.

Unmanned backup discussion

There are no legislative or administrative rules that require 9-1-1 systems to have an
unmanned backup. There are currently 16 unmanned backups in the State. Fifteen were
grandfathered in to have their network costs paid by the State. at roughly $82,000 a year. This
number is expected to increase in the future with the transition to next generation 9-1-1. A
discussion occurred to address the issue of paying for the unmanned backups or require them
to cover their own costs. This issue will remain on the agenda for further discussion.

4 of the 7 CPE Vendors have received an ‘Available for Use’ designation from the
AT&T Lab.
