2) Legislative Update

e House Amendment 3 to Senate Bill 1720 passed the House and Senate and was signed by the
Governor on 01/09/2023. It struck the sweep language that transferred money from the
Statewide 911 fund to the Statewide 988 fund.

e HB5866 was filed last week. HB5866 creates the 988 Suicide and Crisis Lifeline Task Force Act.

e The draft Annual Report for review will be discussed at the January 23, 2023, Advisory Board
meeting.

¢ The Chairman asked the Advisory Board to review a requested change of the ETSA, Section
15.5 - Grandfathered private residential switch for MLTS 9-1-1 Service. This will be discussed
and reviewed at the 01/23/2023 Advisory Board meeting.
