o 175 Local Data Stewards and Data Maintainers attended the first 8 Regional GIS
Meetings. 39 are registered for the last Regional meeting scheduled tomorrow at 10 am in
Springfield at ISP HQC'’s. The focus of the Meetings was for the 911 Systems’ Local Data
Stewards and Data Maintainer(s) to learn about the required layers they will need to
provide to support the transition of 911 calls to geospatial routing.

o 44 Systems are in the process of submitting or correcting the PSAP Layer they initially
submitted the balance of the 911 Systems have successfully submitted the first required
layer.

o The schedule for delivery of the 6 remaining NG911 Required Layers was provided at the
meetings.

FY20 Grants

o The 11 Consolidation Grants are still in the process of being reviewed.
o 23 NG911 Expense Grant Awards have been accepted. The remaining 24 Grants have been
sent to the Grant Office to generate the Notice of State Awards. (NOSA)
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Federal Grant

e Received notification on August 9" that the State qualified for a one-time grant under the 911
Grant Program and was awarded $4,924,689 for the initial grant application and a $411,693
supplemental grant to defray costs to build the Statewide NG911 System and GIS Projects for
a total award of $5,336,382. Surcharge Funds in an amount of $3,557,588 will be used for the
State’s 40% Match.
