DomesƟc  Offenses 
 

 In 1996, the Illinois Uniform Crime ReporƟng Program began collecƟng Supplemental Data staƟsƟcs.  
Supplemental Data encompassed the mandated reporƟng of domesƟc offenses and aƩacks against school 
personnel, and the voluntary reporƟng of crimes against children.  In 2014, aƩacks against school personnel 
was transiƟoned to the newly created School Incident reporƟng element.  AddiƟonally, the voluntary reporƟng 
of crimes against children was disconƟnued.  Supplemental Data was renamed DomesƟc Offenses, based on 
the sole remaining reporƟng element of staƟsƟcs previously collected.     

 The reporƟng of domesƟc offenses is mandated by Chapter 50 of the Illinois Compiled Statutes, 709/5.  A 
domesƟc offense is defined as any offense aƩempted or commiƩed where a domesƟc relaƟonship exists 
between the vicƟm and offender.  ReporƟng is not limited to the offenses of domesƟc baƩery, violaƟon of 
order of protecƟon, criminal sexual assault, and other offenses generally associated with domesƟc violence.  
DomesƟc relaƟonship is defined as family or household members, including spouses, former spouses, parents, 
children, stepchildren and other persons related by blood or by present or previous marriage, persons who 
share or formerly shared a common dwelling, persons who have or allegedly have a child in common, persons 
who have or have had a daƟng or engagement relaƟonship, and persons with disabiliƟes and their personal 
care assistants or care givers outside the context of an employee of a public or private care facility.  Prior to 
2014, domesƟc disputes or disturbances when no offense occurred were reported.  The collecƟon of this type 
of domesƟc incident has been disconƟnued. 

 Due to soŌware issues, the relaƟonship, injury, and weapon types per offense is unavailable from the 
Chicago Police Department and is not represented in the tables to follow.  AddiƟonally, the percentages in the 
tables may not sum to 100 due to rounding.
