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Division of Justice Services Recognizes 
Security Officer Nakisa Lewis 

On Thursday, November 14, 2024, while performing a security perime-
ter check at the Illinois State Police Central Headquarters Complex, 
Security Officer Nakisa Lewis witnessed a truck back into First Deputy 
Director Rebecca Hooks’ parked squad car, causing damage, while it 
was attempting to service a portable restroom. In addition to striking 
the vehicle, the truck also damaged landscaping and ISP signage before 
attempting to flee the scene of the incident. 
  
Without hesitation, Security Officer Lewis rushed towards the fleeing 
truck and stopped the driver. She was able to gather pertinent infor-
mation from the driver and truck including the vehicle information, 
company name, and company contact information. Upon making con-
tact, the driver refused to provide his own information and left the 
scene. Security Officer Lewis immediately notified her supervisor al-
lowing for a coordinated effort with Troop 6 to respond to the location 
of the crash. Security Officer Lewis took initiative and contacted the 
company of the driver and, upon speaking with them, the company 
advised they were sending their driver back to the crash scene. Fur-
thermore, Security Officer Lewis had the security video downloaded 
for immediate review by the primary Troop 6 personnel handling the 
crash. 
  
Security Officer Lewis’ swift actions saved troopers time and resources 
in that she gathered all the information necessary to identify the driver 
and have him return to the scene a short time later. 
  
This incident is a direct reflection of the dedication and pride that Se-
curity Officer Lewis has for her job. She continues to be an extremely 
respected and vigilant member of the ISP Logistics Bureau security 
team. 
  
Security Officer Lewis received a Certificate of Achievement from 
Troop 6 and a Hero Award from her employer, Allied Universal, in 
recognition of her actions.

Chicago Man Arrested for First Degree Murder After Road Rage Incident 

ISP Investigation Leads to Conviction of Casino Queen Shooter 
BELLEVILLE – After an extensive Illinois 
State Police (ISP) investigation spanning 
several years, 48-year-old Daryl S. Mu-
hammad of Marietta, Georgia was con-
victed for a shooting and armed robbery 
that occurred at the Casino Queen in 
2017. On November 25, 2024, after a 
week-long trial, Muhammad was found 
guilty of Armed Robbery (Class X Felony), 
Aggravated Battery with a firearm (Class 
X Felony), and Unlawful Possession of a 

Weapon by a Felon (Class 2 
Felony). 
 
“The defendant’s egregious 
actions show a complete lack 
of respect for life and the 
law,” said ISP Director Bren-
dan F. Kelly. “It does not 
matter how much time has 
passed, ISP will continue to 
pursue justice and hold those 
who break the law accounta-
ble.” 
On September 17, 2017, at 

approximately 2:55 a.m., three men 
armed with rifles entered the Casino 
Queen. During the robbery, an unarmed 
security guard was shot and over 
$47,000 was taken. ISP conducted a thor-
ough investigation that led agents to Mu-
hammad in Cobb County, Georgia. In 
January of 2019, Muhammad was 
charged and arrested. 
 
“I want to thank the dedicated members 
of the Illinois State Police and supporting 
agencies for all of their work that allowed 
us to obtain this just verdict,” said St. 
Clair County State’s Attorney James Gom-
ric. “I also want to thank the United 
States Attorney’s Office for the Southern 
District of Illinois for their assistance in 
the investigation and prosecution. Final-
ly, I want to thank Assistant United States 
Attorney John Trippi, who served as a 
Special Assistant State’s Attorney, and 
Assistant State’s Attorney Alex Starnes 
for their tireless work in bringing Mr. 
Muhammad to justice.” 

NEW LENOX – Illinois State Police 
(ISP) Division of Criminal Investiga-
tion Zone 1 arrested 45-year-old 
Phillip E. Rogers of Chicago, IL, for 
First Degree Murder (Class M Felo-
ny) and Aggravated Unlawful Use of 
Weapon by Felon (Class 3 Felony) 
stemming from a road rage related 
expressway shooting. 
  
On November 25, 2024, at approxi-
mately 5:30 p.m., ISP responded to 
a 9-1-1 call of an expressway 
shooting that occurred on I-80 west-
bound entrance to I-355, New Le-

nox. The preliminary investigation 
revealed two vehicles were involved 
in road rage incident and then 
crashed.  After the crash, the victim, 
30-year-old Lenier D. Clayton of Jo-
liet, was shot.  Clayton was trans-
ported to an area hospital where he 
was pronounced deceased.  Rogers 
was later located and taken into 
custody. 
  
ISP presented the case to the Will 
County State’s Attorney’s Office and 
the above-mentioned charges were 
filed.  No further information is 

available.

BOURBONNAIS –
 Illinois State Police 
(ISP) Division of Crimi-
nal Investigation Zone 1 
arrested 22-year-old 
Edward A. Lohman II of 
Bourbonnais, IL for 
Child Pornography – 
Solicits Child for Perfor-
mance – Live or Film 

(Class 2 Felony), Child Pornography – Exhibit, Re-
produce, Disseminate Film, Video, Photo (Class X 
Felony), Child Pornography – Excretion or Urina-
tion (Class 2 Felony), and Child Pornography – 
Possess Visual Reproduction on Computer – Vic-
tim Under the Age of 13-years-old (Class 3 Felo-
ny). 
  
On November 20, 2024, ISP agents executed a 
search warrant at Lohman’s residence on Big 
Chief Drive in Bourbonnais and collected electron-
ic evidence. The evidence was analyzed and re-
vealed child exploitation materials. 
  
On November 26, 2024, ISP agents arrested 
Lohman on the above-mentioned charges, 
Lohman was transported to the Kankakee County 
Jail for a detention hearing.  
 
MACOMB – Illinois State Police (ISP) Division of 
Criminal Investigation Zone 4 arrested 43-year-old 
Christopher Michael Metcalf from Macomb, IL, for 

Possession of Child 
Pornography (Class 
2 Felony). 
  
In October 2024, 
West Central Illinois 
Task Force initiated 
an investigation 
after learning a sub-
ject in the 200 block 

of N. Sherman Avenue in Macomb, IL, was dissem-
inating child sexual abuse material through an 
online platform.  On November 26, 2024, a search 
warrant was executed in the 200 block of N. Sher-
man Avenue and evidence of child sexual abuse 
material was discovered in Metcalf’s posses-
sion.  Metcalf was arrested and is detained at the 
McDonough County Jail awaiting a detention 
hearing.   
  
On November 27, 2024, the McDonough County 
State’s Attorney Office filed a three-count infor-
mation charging Metcalf with Possession of Child 
Pornography. 
  
West Central Illinois Task Force was assisted by 
the Macomb Police Department, McDonough 
County State’s Attorney’s Office, and the Office of 
the Illinois Attorney General Digital Forensic Ex-
aminers with this investigation.  Anyone with in-
formation concerning this case is asked to contact 
ISP Zone 4 Investigations at (309) 837-5840. 

ISP Investigates Officer Involved Shooting at a St. Charles nursing home 

SAINT CHARLES – On December 1, 2024, around 8:46 a.m., the St. Charles Police Department asked 
ISP Division of Criminal Investigation Zone 1 West to investigate an officer involved death that oc-
curred at River Glen of St. Charles Assisted Living Community in Saint Charles, Kane County. 
  
Preliminary investigative findings indicate St. Charles Police officers were responding to a call of a male 
suspect wielding a weapon (chainsaw). Upon arrival, officers immediately encountered the male sus-
pect. Faced with a threat, one officer fired their weapon, striking the male suspect. The male suspect 
was transported to an area hospital where he was pronounced deceased. 
  
ISP will conduct a thorough investigation into the use of force portion of this incident. After its comple-
tion, ISP will turn all reports over to the Kane County State’s Attorney’s office for an independent re-
view of the facts. 
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ISP Combats Drug Trafficking and Seizes 1,146 Pounds of Cocaine 
GENESEO - The Illinois State Po-
lice (ISP) Blackhawk Area Task 
Force (BATF) arrested 27-year-
old Vanshpreet Singh from On-
tario, Canada, and 36-year-old 
Manpreet Singh from Ontario, 
Canada, for Possession of Co-
caine (Class X Felony), Posses-
sion with Intent to Deliver Co-
caine (Class X Felony), and Co-
caine Trafficking (Class X Felo-
ny). 
 
On November 29, 2024 at ap-
proximately 2:10 p.m., an ISP 
trooper conducted a commer-
cial motor vehicle 
inspection on a 
Volvo truck-tractor 
semi-trailer combi-
nation on Inter-
state 80 eastbound 
in Henry County. 
During the com-

mercial motor vehicle inspec-
tion, the trooper observed nu-
merous indicators of criminal 
activity. A subsequent search 
revealed suspected cocaine. 
The total approximate weight 
of the cocaine located was 
1,146 pounds and has an ap-
proximate street value of more 
than $40 million dollars. 
 
“ISP’s coordinated focus on 
trafficking is helping keep dan-
gerous drugs out of our com-
munities,” said ISP Director 
Brendan F. Kelly. “From com-

mercial motor vehicle inspec-
tions, to daily patrol, to target-
ed anti-violence and trafficking 
details, ISP is making communi-
ties safer.” 
 
Vanshpreet Singh and Man-
preet Signh were taken into 
custody and transported to the 
Henry County Jail pending a pre
-trial release hearing. ISP noti-
fied Homeland Security Investi-
gations, which responded and 
is providing assistance.  

DU QUOIN – On Wednesday, November 27, 2024, Illinois State Police (ISP) 
Division of Criminal Investigation Zone 7 officers with the assistance of the 
Du Quoin Police Department arrested 23-year-old Dylan S. Weeks of Du 
Quoin, IL, for 3 counts of Aggravated Driving Under the Influence of Alco-
hol (Class 2 Felony) and 3 counts of Aggravated Driving Under the Influ-
ence of Alcohol (Class 4 Felony). The arrest stems from a fatal crash that 
occurred in Perry County in March of this year. 
  
On March 17, 2024, ISP agents, with the assistance of the Du Quoin Police 
Department and the Perry County Coroner’s Office, investigated a two-
vehicle fatal traffic crash on US Route 51, south of Gasplant Road.  The 
driver of Unit 1, Weeks, struck Unit 2 head-on at a high rate of speed.  The 
juvenile passenger in Unit 1 was pronounced deceased on scene.

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ISP Fatal Crash Investigation Leads to Arrest Chicago Man for 
Leaving the Scene of a Personal Injury Crash 

POSEN – Illinois State Police (ISP) officials investi-
gated a traffic crash in Posen involving an ISP 
trooper who was standing outside of their car con-
ducting a traffic stop when they were hit by an 
intoxicated driver who failed to move over. 
 
On December 5, 2024, at approximately 8:30 p.m., 
an ISP trooper activated their emergency lights 
and initiated a traffic stop on Interstate 57 south-
bound near 135th Street. The trooper was outside 
of the squad car, standing next to the passenger 
side of the vehicle they pulled over. A Hyundai 
SUV failed to move over and sideswiped the 
parked squad car’s driver’s side mirror before 
striking the rear driver’s side of pulled-over vehi-
cle. The pulled-over vehicle then hit the trooper, 
pushing the trooper’s body backwards into a ditch. 
The trooper suffered serious injuries. The driver of 
the pulled-over vehicle was also injured. The driv-
er of the Hyundai, 56-year-old Ricky D. Jordon of 
Chicago, IL. was charged with Aggravated Driving 
Under the Influence - No Valid Driver’s License. 
And additional charge of Aggravated Scott’s Law 
violation (Class 4 Felony) is pending. 
 

Already in 2024, ISP has suffered 24 Move Over 
Law-related crashes with 12 troopers injured. In 
2023, ISP had 21 Move Over Law-related crashes 
with seven troopers injured, and suffered 25 
crashes in 2022 leaving 13 troopers injured. ISP 
reminds the public the Move Over Law, also 
known as “Scott’s Law” in Illinois, requires all driv-
ers to move over when approaching an emergency 
vehicle or any vehicle with its emergency or haz-
ard lights activated. 
 
A person who violates the Move Over Law faces a 
fine of no less than $250 and no more than 
$10,000 for a first offense. If the violation results 
in injury to another person, the violator’s driver’s 
license will be suspended for a mandatory period 
of any-
where 
between 
six 
months 
and two 
years. 

Another Trooper Hit by DUI Driver – 24th in 2024 
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CHICAGO – After extensive investigations, Illinois State 
Police (ISP) Zone 1 Violent Crime Unit East special 
agents obtained charges in all five Chicago area ex-
pressway shooting homicides that occurred in 2023. 
 
“With intelligent investigations, technology and good 
old-fashioned persistence, the special agents of ISP 
were able to not just clear 100% of Chicago area ex-
pressway shooting homicides in 2023, but obtain crimi-
nal charges in 100% of cases,” said Illinois State Police 
Director Brendan Kelly. “We will continue to relentless-
ly pursue justice for the victims of gun violence.” 
 
ISP obtained first-degree murder charges in each of the 
five Chicago area expressway shooting homicides in 
2023. 
 
February 16, 2023 – Shooting on Interstate 55 north-
bound at Lock Street. The victim was deceased on sce-
ne. After an extensive investigation, a man in his 20’s of 
Chicago, IL was charged on March 27, 2023 with First-
Degree Murder. 
 
February 19, 2023 – Shooting on Interstate 57 north-
bound at 116th Street. Six people were shot, three 
died, including a two-year-old child. On August 19, 

2024, a man in his 20’s of Chicago, IL was charged with 
three counts of First-Degree Murder and three counts 
of Attempted First-Degree Murder. 
 
May 14, 2023 – Shooting on Interstate 57 northbound 
ramp at 147th Street. The victim was transported to the 
hospital but later died. On June 12, 2023, a man in his 
50’s of Evergreen Park, IL was indicted for First-Degree 
Murder. 
 
May 16, 2023 – Shooting on Interstate 290 eastbound, 
west of Laramie Avenue. One victim was pronounced 
deceased. After a thorough investigation, a man in his 
20’s of Chicago, IL was charged with one count of First-
Degree Murder on June 15, 2023. 
 
August 28, 2023 – Shooting on Interstate 94 north-
bound at 138th Street. One person was shot and trans-
ported to an area hospital but later died. On February 
24, 2024, a man in his 30’s of Matteson, IL was charged 
with two counts of First-Degree Murder. 
 
Chicago area expressway shootings are down 32% com-
pared to this time last year, 51% compared to 2022, 
and 71% compared to 2021. 

ISP Obtains Charges in 100% of 2023 Chicago Area 
Expressway Shooting Homicides 

ISP Arrests Belleville Man for Murdering 16-yr-old in East St. Louis 

EAST ST. LOUIS – Illinois State Police 
Division of Criminal Investigation 
Zone 6 arrested 37-year-old John 
Mosley of Belleville, IL for First De-
gree Murder (Class M Felony), Ag-
gravated Discharge of a Firearm 
(Class 1 Felony), and Felon in Posses-
sion of a Firearm (Class 3 Felony) 
stemming from a deadly shooting 
this past October. 
  
On October 30, 2024, Zone 6 agents 
were requested by the East St. Louis 
Police Department to investigate a 
homicide that occurred in 3000 
block of Converse Avenue in East St. 
Louis. Upon arrival officers located a 

16-year-old victim that had been 
struck by gunfire. The victim was 
transported to an area hospital and 
was later declared deceased. 
  
After a thorough investigation, ISP 
agents identified Mosley as a sus-
pect. On December 3, 2024, Mosley 
was taken into custody by the Unit-
ed States Marshal’s Service. On De-
cember 6, 2024, the St. Clair County 
State’s Attorney’s Office filed the 
above-mentioned charges against 
Mosley. Mosley is being held at the 
St. Clair County Jail.  
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ISP Arrests Six in Latest Human Trafficking Enforcement Operation 

ROCKFORD – The Illinois State Police (ISP) Division of Criminal Investigation Trafficking Enforcement 
Bureau arrested six individuals during a two-day human trafficking enforcement operation in the Rock-
ford area of Winnebago County on December 4-5, 2024. The operation focused on identifying individu-
als seeking to engage in commercial sex acts.    
  
As a result of the operation, the following individuals were arrested and charged: 
  

• Carlos A. Rivera (50) of Rockford, IL – Indecent Solicitation a Child/Aggravated Sex (Class 1 Felony), 
Traveling to Meet a Child (Class 3 Felony), and Solicitation to Meet a Child 5 Years of Age + (Class 4 
Felony) 

• Harry J. Hulmes III (57) of Machesney Park, IL – Indecent Solicitation a Child/Aggravated Sex (Class 1 
Felony), Traveling to Meet a Child (Class 3 Felony), and Solicitation to Meet a Child 5 Years of Age + 
(Class 4 Felony) 

• Jon D. Juhlin (58) of Rockford, IL – Indecent Solicitation a Child/Aggravated Sex (Class 1 Felony), 
Traveling to Meet a Child (Class 3 Felony), and Solicitation to Meet a Child 5 Years of Age + (Class 4 
Felony) 

• Lavonte D. Allen (32) of Rockford, IL – Indecent Solicitation a Child/Aggravated Sex (Class 1 Felony), 
Traveling to Meet a Child (Class 3 Felony), and Solicitation to Meet a Child 5 Years of Age + (Class 4 
Felony) 

• Nathan D. Hayes (31) of Pecatonica – Indecent Solicitation a Child/Aggravated Sex (Class 1 Felony), 
Traveling to Meet a Child (Class 3 Felony), and Solicitation to Meet a Child 5 Years of Age + (Class 4 
Felony) 

• Gerald L. Hochastatter (71) of Delevan, WI - Indecent Solicitation a Child/Aggravated Sex (Class 1 
Felony), Traveling to Meet a Child (Class 3 Felony), and Solicitation to Meet a Child 5 Years of Age + 
(Class 4 Felony) 

   
This operation was part of a multifaceted approach by ISP aimed at stopping human trafficking in Illi-
nois. ISP special agents, officers from ISP Troops 1 and 3, ISP SWAT, and the ISP Intelligence Support 
Unit, partnered with the State Line Area Narcotics Team and the Blackhawk Area Task Force for the for 
the operation. The Winnebago County State’s Attorney’s Office also provided support for the opera-
tion.    
  
Human trafficking is the use of force, fraud, or coercion to compel a person into commercial sex acts, 
labor, or services against their will.  ISP continues its multifaceted approach toward protecting those 
most vulnerable with its ongoing statewide human trafficking enforcement operations.  The signs of 
human trafficking can be subtle; to learn more, please visit Recognizing the Signs | National Human 
Trafficking Hotline.

Director’s Bulletin:  Retirements and Promotions 
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#Throwback—Mobile Crime Lab 

Prior to 1926, fingerprinting was the only science Illinois police departments 
regularly used to fight crime. Between late 1926 and mid-1929 gang feuds 
where at an all-time high in Southern Illinois and Chicago. This led to the cre-
ation of "The Scientific Crime Detection Laboratory.”  
  
Many other changes in scientific crime detection occurred during the 1930's, 
and in 1941, Director T.P. Sullivan, Department of Public Safety, initiated plans 
for a mobile crime laboratory to serve the state under the Illinois State Police 
authority. The mobile laboratory contained an x-ray unit, photography, fin-
gerprinting and polygraph equipment, microscopes and supplies that al-
lowed scientists to conduct nitrate and blood stain tests, identify fluids, re-
store serial numbers erased from metals, and conduct qualitative and quanti-
tative analysis of unknown substances.

Anna Jonesboro Superintendent Detering sent a text to school 
faculty the following day that detailed the situation, gave an 
update on the individual's condition, and praised Trooper  
Goines for his actions. 
  
The ISP family also thanks Trooper Goines for living out the 
ISP value of Service, and for his quick response to avert a 
tragedy.
