ISP Arrests Moline Woman for Manufacturing Child Sexual 
Abuse Materials  

MOLINE – Illinois State Police (ISP) Divi-
sion of Criminal Investigation Zone 2 
agents arrested 46-year-old Shanna L. Mil-
ler of Moline, IL for Manufacturing Child 
Pornography (Class X Felony) and Predato-
ry Criminal Sexual Assault of a Child (Class 
X Felony). 
  
On June 18, 2024, ISP agents executed a 
search warrant as part of an on-going in-
vestigation into the dissemination of child 
pornography.  During the next several 
months, ISP agents were able to identify 
Miller as a suspect in that investigation. 
  
On December 21, 2024, ISP agents arrest-
ed Miller near the 4000 block of 
11

th
 Avenue in Moline, IL on the above-mentioned charges. Miller was trans-

ported to the Rock Island County Jail. There is no additional information. 
  
The Illinois State Police provides resources for parents, for the public to re-
port crimes against children, and survivors to start their path towards heal-
ing and recovery.

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ISP Arrests Wilmington Man In Fatal Crash With State 
Trooper 

JOLIET – Illinois 
State Police (ISP) 
Division of Crimi-
nal Investigation 
Zone 1 arrested 
69-year-old John 
Fleet of Wilming-
ton, IL for Scott’s 
Law (Class 4 Felo-
ny) after a fatal 

crash last night involving Trooper 
Clay M. Carns. 
  
Around 9:42 p.m. on Monday, De-
cember 23, 2024, Trooper Carns ob-
served debris in a lane on south-
bound I-55 just north of Blodgett 
Road near Channahon, and he initiat-
ed his emergency lights, pulling over 
to the right shoulder. Trooper Carns 
exited his vehicle and was standing in 
the lane grabbing the debris when a 
Chevrolet Silverado struck Trooper 
Carns. The driver of the Chevrolet was 
identified as John Fleet.   
  
Trooper Carns was taken to St. Jo-
seph Hospital in Joliet, where at ap-
proximately 10:45 p.m., he suc-
cumbed to his injuries.  Fleet was not 
injured and remained on scene. 
  
Trooper Carns was 35 years old and 
served 11 years as an officer with 
ISP.  He was assigned to Troop 3.  He 
is survived by his wife Meghan, chil-
dren Gray and Ally, parents Patti and 
Danny Carns, and siblings Chad 
Carns, Erica (Carns) Raciack, and 
Elyssa Carns. 
  
On December 24, 2024, the Will 

County State’s Attorney’s Office ap-
proved a Scott’s Law charge against 
Fleet. ISP also issued Fleet multiple 
Illinois Vehicle Code citations. These 
are not detainable offenses and Fleet 
was released. 
   
Already in 2024, ISP has suffered 26 
Move Over Law-related crashes with 
twelve troopers injured and one 
death. In 2023, ISP had 21 Move Over 
Law-related crashes with seven 
troopers injured and suffered 25 
crashes in 2022 leaving 13 troopers 
injured.  The Move Over Law, also 
known as “Scott’s Law” in Illinois, re-
quires all drivers to move over when 
approaching an emergency vehicle or 
any vehicle with its emergency or 
hazard lights activated.    
  
A person who violates the Move Over 
Law faces a fine of no less than $250 
and no more than $10,000 for a first 
offense. If the violation results in inju-
ry to another person, the violator’s 
driver’s license will be suspended for 
a mandatory period of anywhere be-
tween six months and two 
years.

The charges are not evidence 
against the defendant, and the de-
fendant is presumed innocent until 
proven guilty beyond a reasonable 
doubt in a court of law.

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EAST ST. LOUIS – Illinois State Police 
(ISP) Statewide Anti-Violence Enforce-
ment South group conducted a vio-
lent crime suppression detail Decem-
ber 16-19, 2024, in St. Clair and Madi-
son counties, focusing its efforts on 
East St. Louis and neighboring Metro 
East communities.

There were several notable events 
and arrests during the detail. 
  
On December 16, 2024, troopers initi-
ated a traffic stop on a vehicle for an 
Illinois Vehicle Code violation (IVC). 
The vehicle fled the traffic. A short 
while later, troopers located the vehi-
cle parked and the driver was taken 
into custody. A loaded firearm was 
recovered. 
  
On December 16, 2024, troopers con-
ducted a traffic stop on a vehicle for 
an IVC violation. The driver had an ac-
tive warrant out for their arrest. Dur-
ing a probable cause search of the 
vehicle a loaded firearm was recov-

ered. The driver was taken into custo-
dy. 
  
On December 19, 2024, troopers con-
ducted a traffic stop vehicle for an IVC 
violation. A loaded firearm was recov-
ered during a probable cause search. 
The driver was taken into custody. 
  
Nearly 38 ISP officers from around 
the state, including Troop 6, Troop 7, 
Troop 8, Troop 9, Troop 10, South Fa-
tal Four Team, North SAVE Team, Di-
vision of Criminal Investigation Zone 
6 Firearms Investigations Unit, Air Op-
erations, and the Public Safety En-
forcement Group (PSEG) joined forces 
with the Division of Patrol’s Special 
Operation Group South Statewide 
Anti-Violence Enforcement Unit for 
the multi-day operation. The Metro-
politan Enforcement Group of South-
western Illinois (MEGSI) provided ad-
ditional support during the opera-
tional period. 
  
ISP will continue to use all available 
resources, including air operations, 
technology, forensic services, investi-
gators, increase patrols, and infor-
mation sharing to combat violent 
crime.

When the NFL/Bears medical staff ar-
rived, the man was taken to a local hospital in stable condition.

Trooper Glenn Gagnon was killed in an automobile ac-
cident while pursuing a car that had passed his patrol 
car at 80 mph on Route 54 near Kankakee. 
  
As Trooper Gagnon and his partner attempted to 
overtake the vehicle they crossed into the inside lane. 

As they rounded a curve an oncoming car forced the patrol car to swerve to 
the other lane and lose control. The car struck a tree and both troopers were 
thrown from the vehicle. Trooper Gagnon perished at the scene. His partner 
was injured but recovered. 
  
Trooper Gagnon had served with the Illinois State Police for six years and 
was assigned to District 6. He was a U.S. Navy veteran of WWII. Trooper Gag-
non was survived by his wife, parents, and sister.

Lieutenant Robinson was assigned to District 12A (District

Trooper Dale Van Vooren was killed in an automobile 
accident as a result of a mechanical failure in his squad 
car. 
  
On what normally would have been his day off, Trooper 
Van Vooren was working a special holiday patrol on Sat-
urday, December 29, 1962, with Trooper Darrel 
Vandenore. When the two first came on duty, they no-

ticed that the accelerator was sticking when they first began their shift. They 
took the vehicle to a service station and had a spring replaced. 
  
The repair did not fix the problem and afterwards, the problem was found to be 
a malfunctioning carburetor linkage. Accelerating to pursue a speeder, the two 
troopers were driving on Highway 6, about a mile east of Annawan, when the 
carburetor stuck wide open. The squad car spun out of control, struck a culvert, 
skidded across the highway and overturned. Trooper Van Vooren was thrown 
through the windshield. He died of head injuries at St. Francis Hospital in 
Kewanee. His partner, although seriously injured, survived and returned to duty. 
  
Trooper Van Vooren was a U.S Navy veteran and served with the Illinois State 
Police for five years. He was assigned to District 7, Rock Island. He was survived 
by his wife and three children.
