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ISP Receives New Command Vehicle

SPRINGFIELD - The lllinois State Police (ISP)
is proud to announce the deployment of a
new state-of-the-art command vehicle de-
signed to improve emergency response co-
ordination, enhance public safety, and pro-
vide crucial on-site support during critical
incidents across the state. The command
vehicle was provided by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy, Office of Radiological Secu-
rity.

The new command vehicle, a 2025 Freight-
liner, replaces an 18-year-old vehicle with
antiquated technology. The new command
vehicle is equipped with high-definition
cameras and monitors, state-of-the-art com-
munications technology, real-time data ac-
cess, and dual slide outs for a large confer-
ence room. It will serve as a central hub for
ISP officers during emergencies such as nat-
ural disasters, large-scale accidents, public
events, and search-and-rescue operations.

"This command vehicle gives us the ability
to respond faster, coordinate more effec-

tively, and better serve our communities
during critical incidents," said ISP Director
Brendan F. Kelly. "It’s a mobile operations
center that puts technology and leadership
exactly where it’'s needed most—right on
the ground at the scene of the incident."

Beyond emergency situations, and to further
strengthen the connection between ISP and
the people we serve, the new command ve-
hicle will be used for community outreach
programs, safety demonstrations, and public
events. Additionally, the vehicle will also be
used for training ISP officers on response to
hazardous materials incidents.

Expect the unexpected.

On June 9, 2025, Troop 4 officers were dis-
patched to a traffic crash involving two
truck-tractor semi-trailers (TTSTs). Upon
arrival, first responders were met with an
unexpected and highly unusual complica-
tion - one of the TTSTs had been trans-
porting a load of live bees. The impact of
the crash compromised the cargo, releasing
millions of agitated bees into the area and
overtaking the crash site.

In coordination with the Marshall County
Sheriff’s Office and other responding agen-
cies, officers learned of a local beekeeper
who lived nearby. Miraculously, the
beekeeper also possessed a valid Class A
CDL. The beekeeper was contacted and
responded promptly to the scene. Despite
the dangerous conditions, he was able to
enter the vehicle and safely drive it from
the crash site to a secure location off the
interstate, allowing traffic to resume in rec-
ord time.

The “bee truck” was parked in an empty lot,
where the company later arrived and suc-
cessfully transferred the bees to another
truck for relocation.
